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The Aboriginal Infant and Supported Child Development  

Programme (AISCDP) is a home and community based programme 
that provides culturally sensitive services to parents and caregivers 
with Aboriginal children birth to nineteen years of age who have a  

diagnosis, delay or who are at risk for delays in one or more skill area.  
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¶ Parents and caregivers with Aboriginal children birth to nineteen years who have 
a diagnosis, developmental delay or are at risk for delays in one or more skill area. 

Who We Serve 

What We Provide 

¶ A continuum of culturally sensitive services. 

¶ Strategies and resources to aid parents in encouraging their child's development. 

¶ Assessments, developmental checklists, Individual Family Service plans. 

¶ Review of your child’s progress and setting new goals as appropriate. 

¶ Assistance in finding childcare and providing information on childcare subsidies. 

¶ Consultation to childcare settings. 

¶ Additional staffing for children in childcare settings who have extra support 
needs. 

¶ Training/educational workshops for childcare staff, families and or caregivers. 

¶ Opportunities for families to network. 

¶ Family support. 

¶ Books, equipment, toy lending library and Aboriginal cultural kits. 

¶ Assistance with transitions into varying programmes. 

¶ Referrals to and cooperation with other services including therapists, physicians, 
public health nurses and government agencies. 

¶ Monthly Aboriginal family night, featuring host elders and offering traditional 
teachings. 

¶ Little Voices - Learn about culture and Upper Stó:lō Halq’emeylem Language 
through storytelling and songs guided by Elder and Language Keeper Auntie 
Barb; Speech & Language Pathologist Selena Prost. This program is for parents 
and caregivers with Aboriginal children from birth to age 6.  

What is Our Objective? 

To assist and support families and childcare centres in: 

¶ Understanding, monitoring and encouraging the child’s overall development 

¶ Making effective decisions with respect to the child 

¶ Using available medical resources, family support and therapy services  

¶ Supporting children so they can fully participate in inclusive neighbourhood  
childcare settings 
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Where are Services Provided? 

¶ Home visits - For children birth to 3 years of age 1x/month or on an as needed 
basis. Monday to Friday, 8am-4pm. (Evening visits may be available if needed) . 

¶ Weekly playgroup sessions (see page 9 for playgroup details). 

¶ Any location where the child is at (daycare, community program etc.). 

¶ Licensed preschools, group daycares, family child care and school aged care. 

¶ License-not-required child care may also be included.

¶ Participate in home visits, team meetings and share your child's skills and          
development. 

¶ Identify your concerns and priorities to help determine goals, strategies and the 
development of the support plan. 

¶ Contact the program if you have concerns or questions. 

¶ Provide written or verbal feedback about programme services. 

¶ Inform us of changes in your childcare or preschool placement. 
 
Incorporating 
ideas shared as recommended by professionals involved throughout your daily  
routine is essential in encouraging your child’s full potential.  

What is Your Role? 
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1. Family Centered Care recognizes that the family: 

¶ knows their child best 

¶ is the most important and constant factor in a child’s life 

¶ history and culture are respected and form the foundation for holistic 
services 

¶ has the right and responsibility to make choices for their child and these 
choices are respected 

¶ will work alongside professionals together as a team 

¶ will receive services that are flexible to meet unique family needs 

¶ is honoured as a whole unit 
 
2. Inclusion recognizes that: 

¶ children of diverse abilities have the right to participate actively in       
natural settings within their communities 

¶ all children are welcomed, supported and valued 

¶ activities of play, learning and growth happen in a way that all children 
feel they belong 

¶ services are provided that support children to accomplish the goals

¶ Parents and caregivers with Aboriginal children from birth to nineteen years, who 
have a diagnosis, developmental delay or are at risk for delays in one or more skill 
area can receive service.

Transferring to Another Programme 

-ÉÓÓÉÏÎ - “Working in partnership with families and community to 
support Langley’s children and youth with special needs as they 

develop their individual potential.” 
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Each child and family presents a unique situation, the urgency of which is to be  
assessed in relation to others on the waitlist and as outlined in provincial guidelines. 
Waitlist times vary and the following considerations are reviewed when determining 
the provision of consultation services: transfer from another programme, degree of 
developmental delay, age of child, family situation and other services being accessed.  
 
Upon receipt of referral a Consultant will contact you and complete intake. Intake  
information is then reviewed to determine if a child is eligible for services. Referrals to 
community services (e.g.: speech therapy) will be made if deemed necessary.

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Client Rights 

Confidentiality 
¶ Programme staff will conduct all business in a confidential manner. 
¶ Material kept in your child’s file is considered confidential. 
¶ Material can be released to other professionals only with signed permission. 
¶ Children’s paper records are maintained in fire proof, locked filing cabinets. 
¶ Children’s electronic records are maintained on password protected          

computers. 
 

You can request a copy of written material sent out on your behalf. You may 
request to see your file at any time mutually convenient to yourself and to  
programme staff. 
 

Staff will require written consent if you or your family members are to be  
photographed or video taped. You are under no obligation to consent to any of 
these activities. 
 

Duty to Report Abuse 
Legally, individuals must report to the appropriate authorities if any of the  
following occurs: 
¶ Reasonable grounds to indicate a child is in danger, neglected, abused or in 

need of protection; reportable to the Ministry of Children and Family         
Development. 

¶ Court order or subpoena. 
¶ Individual is known to have a communicable disease listed in the                  

Communicable Diseases Act; reportable to the Department of Health. 
¶ Individual is known to have a medical condition that may affect the safe  

operation of a motor vehicle and that individual continues to drive;              
reportable to Police. 

¶ Individual’s condition or statements indicate that he/she poses serious    
danger to another individual or to the community; reportable to the Police. 

 

Complaints 
You may have cause for concern or disagree with the way in which services are 
provided to your child. Should that occur we encourage you to express your 
concerns with the staff member involved with confidence that such concerns 
will not adversely affect the services provided to your child. 
 

If the matter is not resolved to your satisfaction please speak with the  
programme supervisor or Executive Director of the Langley Children’s Society 
at 604-534-1155, ext. 101.The Langley Children’s Society will commit to take 
action on all complaints and issues within thirty days of notification of a  
complaint.
